He was one of the first people to embrace a 
weekend schedule so we get to more events. He volunteered to back up a reporter head-
ing to the rally -- when you see his photo, you'll see how his instincts paid off.  When a 
plane crashed in the middle of the city last year, he was on the scene at 6 a.m. before his 
boss even heard about the incident.

  While he jumps at the chance to cover breaking news, his true gift is his ability to pick 
up on the personality of a person he has just interviewed and to shoot heart-warming 
portraits of sick children, soulful entertainers, frustrated citizens or lovesick newlyweds 
getting married at City Hall. His patience and compassion has earned him a huge trust 
with people in our community who ask to deal with him when they call about an event 
or a sensitive story.

  His work speaks for itself, but I love to get the chance to boast about the skill and heart 
behind the camera that explains why Lance is so good at what he does.

“I went into a wild rage, a blind rage.”

Iain Taylor told the jury in his fi rst-degree murder trial it was that 

rage that caused him to brutally attack his wife, Wendy Taylor, on 

Sept. 26, 2013, bludgeoning and stabbing her to death.

“I didn’t know what I did until I stopped.”

Iain took the stand at the opening of his defence in Lindsay court 

Wednesday (Oct. 12). 

In an unhappy marriage, and having fallen in love with another 

woman, Iain told the jury he wanted a divorce that fateful night. He 

said he just went to talk to his wife, never intending to leave with 

blood on his hands.  

Th e accused explained that he had been praying in solitude for 

answers to his troubled marriage at a Scout camp in Acton where he 

was performing electrical work, when he had an epiphany. When 

thinking back to a conversation he had with Wendy before they got 

married, Iain told the jury that he remembered her telling him that 

she would not put up with cheating. If he ever stepped out on her, 

she would divorce him immediately.  

“I was giddy. I was happy,” Iain told the court of the revelation, 

feeling like he had a winning lottery ticket that would get him out of 

the marriage if he just confessed.

“Now she couldn’t turn me down for a divorce. Th is was her 

golden rule,” he said.

So eager was he to be “home free” of the marriage, that he 

decided to immediately drive back to Omemee, leaving shortly after 

9 p.m., to meet his wife when she arrived home from work around 

11:30 p.m.  

However, when Wendy arrived home – early Iain said – and 

he confronted her in the garage with the information that he had 

cheated on her and wanted a divorce, Iain told the jury she had 

refused.
