Jones in 2007 and has been carried 
on by LeeAnn McDonald-Ellis.  
“Speaking of tradition, thirteen 

other teams have plaques here 
to say they are the champions,” 
McDonald-Ellis announced to the 
players. “Although we are not re-
ally here to score tries, we have 
scored tries and so we have a win-
ner – Kincardine are the 14th an-
nual champions.”
Not only was KDSS congratulat-

ed for winning the tournament, but 
also for the return of their junior 
boys’ rugby team after more than 
10 years. 
Each team was also given a plaque 

to present to their most valuable 
player. Madill named Jackson Dol-
son as their team’s MVP. 
As a way to build skills, referee 

Peter Darbishire gave the players 
some constructive criticism after 
the matches to better their game, 
and he hoped to inspire them to 
consider playing club rugby. 
“I have been playing rugby since 

I was nine years old, and that was 
over 60 years ago,” Darbishire told 
the junior boys’ teams in atten-
dance. “Club rugby is a lot of fun 
and you can make a lot of life-long 
friends.”
