A lot of people enjoy 
doing yoga as part 
of their regular 

exercise routine, but there’s 
nothing regular or routine 
about a session of goat yoga.

Like its name suggests, 
the latest twist on the 

centuries-old practice is to 
do yoga with goats roaming 
around the class space.

Kylene Oreskovic of 
Leosta Farms in Binbrook 
and friend Laicie Walker 
heard about goat yoga on 
the news and saw posts on 
social media from people 
who had taken part.

“At fi rst, I was like, ‘Why 
would people do this?’ I 
always thought of yoga as 

being in a very calm and 
quiet environment. You 
can’t expect it to be really 
quiet with goats around,” 
Oreskovic said.

As they heard more about 
it, though, the pair decided 
to give it a try.

“I had the goats and she’s 
an instructor,” Oreskovic 
said. “With each of our 
knowledge, we came 
together.”

Walker has been practis-
ing yoga for about six years, 
and teaching it for two. 
She’s also qualifi ed to teach 
yoga to children.

The fi rst session – held on 
the farm in the barn – had 
fi ve people come out and the 
second session had double 
the number of participants. 
It’s been a bit of trial and 
error as they’ve learned 
how to conduct a class 

effectively.
“Somewhere around 

there, it was posted on the 
Binbrook Moms Facebook 
page and then it just explod-
ed,” Oreskovic said.

“It’s actually still very 
calm, but it’s a different 
kind of calm. There are 
different smells, and differ-
ent sounds 
here.”

Oreskovic 
noted that 
while some 
of the people 
they’ve had 
sign up are 
already dedi-
cated yoga 
practitioners, 
“some people 
just really like 
goats and they 
come out with 
no yoga experience.”

Each class runs for about 
an hour and a half.

“At the beginning, I teach 
a bit about goats,” Oreskov-
ic said. “We let people take 
pictures with them and let 
the goats get to know them 
so they’ll interact more 
during the lesson.”

As the yoga gets under-
way, it’s not uncommon 
for the animals to walk 
between people’s legs while 
they’re in poses or jump 
onto their backs when 
they’re lying down.

“The goats are very 
involved,” Oreskovic said. 

“They’re very friendly 
and sociable. They’re very 
inquisitive; they like to 
explore everything.”

“This is a different take 
on yoga,” Walker said. “It 
challenges us to not take 
ourselves too seriously, and 
to just play and have fun 
with the unexpected antics 

of these ador-
able goats.”

Oreskovic 
is a strong 
advocate for 
agriculture. 
She previously 
served on 
the Binbrook 
Farmers’ 
Market 
committee and 
has taken part 
in agri-educa-
tion programs. 

She sees goat yoga as 
another way to get people 
interested in what happens 
on a farm.

“I really like that agricul-
ture is being involved in a 
different way,” she said.

The pair will continue to 
offer goat yoga throughout 
the summer. They have 
classes for adults only as 
well as family sessions for 
all ages. For more informa-
tion or to sign up for a class, 
look for their page on Face-
book – Yoga on the Farm 
with Laicie and the Kids – 
or email kyleneoreskovic@
gmail.com.

 Do you bank at a credit union? Not for long
Local credit unions protest government ban on calling their financial services ‘banking’

Bank is soon going to 
be a four-letter word 
for credit unions in 

Canada.
On June 30, the Office 

of the Superintendent of 
Financial Institutions 
(OSFI) issued an advisory 
stating that its interpre-
tation of the Bank Act 
restricted the use of the 
words bank, banker and 
banking by “all non-bank 
financial service providers, 
including both federally 

regulated trust and loan 
companies and provincially 
regulated institutions ... 
also … unregulated finan-
cial service providers.”

“We don’t write the Bank 
Act; we enforce it,” said 
Sylviane Desparois, manag-
er of public affairs for OSFI, 
an independent government 
agency reporting to the 
ministry of finance.

“We observed that non-
bank financial services 
providers were using the 
word more, especially in 
their logos, marketing and 
websites, which is why 
we decided to issue this 
advisory … the rationale is 

from the Bank Act, to avoid 
confusion for consumers.”

By the end of this year, 
all non-banks will have to 
remove the word from their 
websites and other electron-
ic mediums. By June 30, 
2018, they have to remove it 
from any printed material, 
and by June 30, 2019, it has 
to be removed from any 
physical signage.

“Most credit unions did 
protest (and) tried to get the 
Ministry of Finance to push 
back on that. It obviously 
did not work,” said David 
Heowig, member service 
representative at Meridian 
Credit Union’s Binbrook 
branch. “It’s a bit of an 
obstacle, because we have 
to change the terminology.”

Steve Bolton, president 
and CEO of Libro Credit 
Union, said that when the 
advisory came out, “we 
were dumbfounded … to 
find out a word we’ve been 
using, a word the public 
believes is a verb, is a word 

we can no longer use.”
Bolton said that credit 

unions “have no ambition 
to be a bank. We’re very 
different; we have a very 
different organizational 
structure,” which is why 
he’s not opposed to a limit 
on credit unions using the 
word bank as a noun.

However, he added, 
“Banking is what we do. 
We have deposit accounts, 
checking accounts, banking 
products. That’s the busi-
ness we’re in. To say now 
that we can’t use the word 
that Canadians use day in 
and day out to describe a set 
of activities is just silly.”

Flamborough-Glanbrook 
MP David Sweet agrees.

“To me, banking has 
become a generic, collo-
quial word now. If I want to 
write somebody a cheque, 
I’m banking. If I want to 
deposit some money, I’m 
banking. It has nothing to 
do with the differentiation 
with credit unions or char-

ter banks.”
Sweet said that his office 

hasn’t been getting calls 
from constituents about 
this issue. 

“I think it’s because it’s 
summer and it hasn’t really 
hit them,” he said.

Sweet thinks that as more 
people become aware of 
what’s going on, “every-
body’s going to say this is 
bureaucratic mumbo-jumbo 
that’s gone amuck again.”

Bolton estimates the 
“mumbo-jumbo” will cost 
Libro about half a million 
dollars to comply.

“I think it’s a waste of 
time, energy and money,” 
he said.

As for the idea that the 
change will help limit 
confusion among consum-
ers, Bolton minced no 
words.

“I don’t buy that,” he 
said. “I haven’t heard one 
instance of someone being 
confused. I find that argu-
ment really light.”
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Where were

Multiple events are coming 
to the Haldimand County 
Museum and Archives in 
August that the public is 
welcome to attend.
